 WHEREAS, building on Futurelas’s success, Futurelab+was launched in 2022 to 

promote inclusive pathways into the STEM workforce and Futurelab+ aims to reach an 

additional 1 million high school students in California and across the United States by 

2026, expanding the program’s impact statewide and nationally; and 

 

 WHERAS, Genentech has invested over $50 million in Futurelab and Futurelab+ 

over the past 10 years, and Genentech employees have contributed more than 85,000 hours 

volunteering with local students.
