Accessible, affordable housing is a major concern for people with disabilities in San Mateo County. A recent government report showed
that San Mateo County ranks the least affordable housing market in the state with 12% of its residents able to purchase a home (SF is
at 14%). The major emphasis in CID's housing efforts is our Housing Accessibility Program (HAM). Through the HAM Program, CID
installs ramps, hand rails, grab bars, vertical lifts, and other modifications to make homes accessible. These modifications assist people
with disabilities to remain at home or move back into their homes with greater independence, preventing the need to move into a skilled
nursing or other institutional care facility. CID cooperates with cities and the County housing agencies in San Mateo County to increase
then number of accessible and affordable housing.


Our key objective for all cities is to provide home modifications for extremely low, very low, and low income individuals with disabilities
living in San Mateo County. Our priorities are to provide individuals with disabilities who have low resources the opportunity to become
more independent in their homes through modifications that will keep them safe in their homes.

Since 1979, Friends for Youth has been the recognized gold standard for 1-to-1 mentoring, matching disenfranchised youth with a
caring adult mentor. Mentoring plays a vital role in holistic case management and can build bridges between communities, identify
unmet needs, and connect youth and families to basic needs as well as more intensive lifesaving services through warm handoffs and
referrals with our Whole Health for Youth partners. We have made more than 3000 matches to date with over 90% completing the full
one-year program (33-67% for similar programs). In 2016, we launched a school-based group program to address rising dropout rates
for low-income, BIPOC 9th graders in our local Santa Mateo County communities. We set out to prove that if youth had at least one
positive relationship at school -- they would stay engaged and remain in school. 100% of our kids stay in school while in our program
and many of our mentors return year after year to stay with their students through elementary to middle and high school transitions. We
have since expanded into 10 other Peninsula schools and hope to be serving 5 school districts by the end of this year. We continue to
see the vast need for connection from our students, who oftentimes feel isolated in their homes and school systems. We serve low-
income to very low-income BIPOC families, with many single parent households, partnering closely with local schools and nonprofits,
with intentional focus in South San Francisco and North Fair Oaks.

After two years of trying to pilot our school-based group mentoring program in South San Francisco schools, we are finally starting at
South City High. We are also finalizing our expansion into Sunnybrae Elementary School and Aragon High School. We continue to
update all of our mentor screening processes to be in accordance with AB506, which assures even better training for our volunteers
and the increased safety of our mentees. Our mentors and mentees are meeting in person more often now, as we have updated our
Hybrid Program Policy.

However, 1,375 of those callers do not fit into our existing programs, and we do not have the capacity to provide extensive follow-up.
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We were recently awarded a two-year, $200,000 Neighborhood Builders grant from Bank of America, which will support the launch of
our new Information & Referral (I&R) Program in FY 2022-2023 and 2023-2024. By transforming our information and referral services
into a full-fledged program, we will substantively support the 2,000+ callers who contact our agency for housing assistance each year.
Ultimately, the funding will allow us to (1) better track the progress of callers in attaining stable and affordable housing, (2) monitor
referrals, and (3) deliver services through a trauma-informed lens.

Program Objective: The Legal Aid Society of San Mateo County keeps low-income tenants in their affordable homes by defending them
against illegal and unfair evictions through in-court representation and assistance and out-of-court advocacy. We provide legal
representation, advocacy, advice and other services to approximately 50 households per month, and answer dozens of tenant
questions through phone consultations each week. Remote services are provided safely through telephone consultation, text messages
and email, teleconferencing, and “drive-up” document delivery, and are supported by an online intake app that allows for form
completion and secure document sharing. The housing team has adapted to the changing laws and used the laws that remain
unchanged, such as the Tenant Protection Act, to protect tenants, prevent eviction lawsuits and steer tenants and their landlords to the
appropriate agencies for rental assistance funding.


Key Priorities: Legal Aid SMC strives to provide low-income clients with legal representation, advocacy, or the knowledge and practical
assistance they need to more effectively advocate for themselves and their families with the goal of preserving their affordable housing
and preventing them from becoming homeless or being displaced from their community.


Specific Activities: Legal Aid SMC attorneys, project staff, and trained pro bono attorneys represent clients in court, advocate for their
legal rights out of court, consult one-on-one with clients to answer questions, provide legal advice, help with the completing of legal
paperwork, and explain what to expect in the county’s housing courts. Legal Aid SMC is also able to aggregate eviction data to track
trends and impacts in specific cities.


 
11. Program Changes: Please detail any changes to your program for FY2023.
Legal Aid SMC has adapted to the post-pandemic environment and changing laws, and used laws that remain unchanged such as the
Tenant Protection Act, to protect tenants, prevent evictions, and steer tenants and their landlords to the appropriate agencies for rental
assistance.


The Housing Team continues to represent low-income tenants in unlawful detainer cases and advise regarding termination notices and
other serious issues that threaten their housing. The number of eviction cases has increased since July 2022, since most laws
protecting tenants during the COVID pandemic expired on June 30, 2022. Tenants are no longer protected from eviction if they cannot
pay their rent. This resulted in a significant number of eviction lawsuits being filed by landlords against tenants during the months that
followed. We saw a large increase in cases starting in August 2022 and continuing through the current months. Most of the eviction
cases are based on non-payment of rent.


Despite the increase in eviction cases, the number of total cases we are reporting does not reach our pre-pandemic number of cases
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due to changes in our service model. Due to Covid-19 restrictions, we transitioned from the in-person clinic model to a more efficient
and streamlined remote technology-supported process. The new entry point for our housing legal services is the Housing Intake Line,
which receives hundreds of calls each month. Project Coordinators screen tenants by phone and schedule those with serious legal
problems such as eviction lawsuits, termination notices, and other immediate threats to their housing stability for a consultation with a
housing attorney. If a tenant calls us with less pressing housing issues, the Project Coordinators provide them with legal information and
appropriate referrals over the phone or by e-mail or text message. These information and referral calls are not entered into our case
management system and are no longer counted as cases as they would have been under the previous model when tenants with any
housing-related legal problem could walk in to a clinic and consult with an attorney. This new model is more efficient as the attorneys
can focus their time on the highest priority cases where families are threatened with homelessness. Further, we can reach a broader
number of San Mateo County residents who need legal information and resources through the Intake Line. The number of legal cases
reported is lower than pre-pandemic years, but the total number of San Mateo County tenants served through legal information and
referral and attorney advice and representation is greater than the number we served through the walk-in clinic model. The new system
is more efficient and effective and better serves tenants who do not have to get themselves to in-person clinics for services. This is
particularly beneficial to our clients who are seniors, have disabilities, or are limited in their transportation options.

The LifeMoves mission is to provide shelter and supportive services that create opportunities for homeless families and individuals to
return to stable housing and long-term self-sufficiency. At all six LifeMoves San Mateo County sites, shelter staff work with clients to
develop the skills they need to transform their lives and build lasting solutions to homelessness. All clients work with Case Managers to
create and execute concrete plans to secure jobs, find child care, locate housing, and other components needed to create a sustainable
lifestyle and prevent future homelessness. In addition to meeting with their Case Manager, clients attend life skills workshops and
adhere to key practices (e.g. a savings program) to help them regain self-sufficiency. Workshop curricula include: effective search
strategies for employment and housing, financial literacy training, and parenting skills. Additional onsite services include behavioral
health (for adults and children), health care referrals, and substance abuse treatment support.


FY 2023-24 objectives: LifeMoves will serve 600 Urban San Mateo County residents in our six interim housing programs. 75% of
families completing an interim housing program will secure stable housing and 15% will maintain or increase their income. 45% of
single adults completing an interim housing program will secure stable housing and 10% will maintain or increase their income.

RTS’ program clearly
matches many HUD activities by providing Basic Human Needs to Abused Children. RTS provides child abuse survivors with Advocacy
& Accompaniment, Crisis Intervention, Counseling, Information, Referrals, and Violence Prevention.


The Polaris Project, the human trafficking crisis line, identified San Mateo County as a 'Human Trafficking Hotspot' Child Sexual
Exploitation is a form of child abuse in itself, but the #1 risk factor for being sexually exploited is being a survivor of childhood sexual
abuse.

Safe Harbor Shelter, a 105-bed Emergency Shelter located in South San Francisco ((including 5 BHRS Mental Health contracted beds),
is an integral component of San Mateo County’s housing crisis resolution system that provides emergency housing for the County’s
unhoused adults, 18+ years. In addition to safety and warmth, Safe Harbor provides clients with nutrition; on-site housing focused case
management and housing location services; counseling; medical, dental, and behavioral health care; educational programming;
coordination of services and referrals to Federal, state, and local benefits; employment assistance and job training; legal services; life
skills training; substance abuse treatment services; and other supportive services.


Using a Housing First model, Safe Harbor develops an empowerment plan for each client, addressing housing barriers. Following a
tiered case management model, Safe Harbor case management, the housing liaison, and intake teams assess, coordinate, and monitor
client-centered, individualized services for unhoused residents.


Project outcomes include:


1: The shelter will be at full capacity 95% of the time.
2: 60% of clients will move into permanent transitional or supportive housing.
3: 75% of clients identified as having mental health needs will receive referrals to mental health services.
4: 75% of clients identified as having substance abuse issues will receive referrals to AOD's.

We are requesting funds for our Transitional Housing Placement Plus (THP+) program that serves emancipated foster and juvenile
justice youth aged 18-25. THP+ is part of StarVista’s Youth Empowerment programs which support youth to overcome homelessness
and build healthy, self-sufficient lives.


THP+ has 3 housing site models: single site, host site, and scattered site. South San Francisco funds would support THP+’ Single Site
model, which intensively supports about 6-12 former foster youth (including parenting youth) annually to attain stable housing, optimal
health, education, employment, and develop caring, supportive relationships. It provides safe, stable living accommodations for up to 3
years in a South San Francisco triplex. Youth then often transition to THP+’s host or scattered site models as they work toward self-
sufficiency.


THP+ is strength-based, holistic, individualized, and begins with an assessment and Transitional Independent Living Plan. THP+
counselors provide youth with basic life skills (e.g., budgeting, housekeeping, parenting skills, etc), educational opportunities, and
support with job preparation and attainment. Staff also help youth build interpersonal skills to cultivate positive relationships, make
decisions, manage stress, and care for their physical/mental health. To build financial self-sufficiency, youth are provided with a
matched savings account they receive upon completion, a stipend for groceries and transportation vouchers.
